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Supported Legislation

Expedited Partners Therapy  (EPT)  The District Supports A8730/S6210.  This legislation allows providers to use Expedited Partner Therapy (EPT) to help prevent the spread of Chlamydia in New York State. The legislation authorizes a health care practitioner to provide medication to a patient and that patient’s partner(s) without examining the partner(s). EPT is a critical tool for breaking the cycle of Chlamydia re-infection and protecting young women in particular from the long-term health consequences of Chlamydia.   

Flu Immunizations in Neonatal Units A5745/S4601 This bill would make New York State hospitals responsible for offering influenza and pertussis vaccine to parents of newborns (particularly in the NICU).  The goal would be to not only improve adult immunization rates, but also to help keep infants protected against a parent bringing flu into the NICU or home to a most vulnerable infant.
Lead Poisoning Bill  A6399-C/S6350  This legislation, which has been considered for several sessions,  enacts various provisions to create  primary prevention and safe housing requirements to address New York’s ongoing problems with children’s exposure to lead and the subsequent negative impacts of childhood lead poisoning.  The AAP leadership in Lead Poisoning has been working on this legislation along with various environmental organizations for several years.  This may be the year that we can get this one done and not only provide additional protection to children across the state, but also have the support to provide needed treatments to those children who have already been impacted by lead.

Breastfeeding Bill of Rights S1674/A3782  This bill will assure women protection to breast feed their children as needed without interference or fear.  The District has supported this bill for several sessions.  Senator Kruger has been passionate on the subject.  Assemblymember Gunther has created a same as bill.  The bills may be undergoing some minor revisions before they are brought to the floor, so they may have A, B or C versions before passage.  The District has been very supportive of this particular legislation and would like to see it pass this session.

Your advocacy on these bills will help our legislators make decisions that reflect the positions of AAP District II in our work to improve the health and well-being of children across the state.
